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Chronology of Wellbeing Concern
Wellbeing Concern Folder
From 16 August 2017, a Chronology (see below) should start each child's record of Wellbeing Concerns (if you do not already have this).  We are not seeking for you to back-date chronologies. 
This enables analysis of history and patterns of concern and is regarded as good practice. As with Child Protection concerns, a record should be entered in Pastoral Notes stating that the concern exists and where it has been stored. 
Mark the PPR with a sticker to indicate that there is information held in a Wellbeing folder.
Depending on the number of Wellbeing concerns, you may have one folder per young person, or multiple records in the same folder, separated with a divider  - each with a chronology at the start. 
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
